Important Dates/ Timeline:  

1. 8/20/11 through 1/15/12: Application 
 
ENROLLMENT NOW OPEN! Note that there is limited enrollment, which is reviewed on a first –come, 
first served basis. 
 

2. 2/5/12: Acceptance to program, notice to applicants 
3. 3/5/12 : Contract to declare intent to participate in program ($600 USD deposit required) 
4. 4/30/12: Pre-requisite DVD courses (included in deposit fee) completion and submission for review 

(all applicable work pages and examination) 
5. 4/30/12: Balance of course fee due ($600 USD) 
6. 6/21-24/12: 4-day on-site course at Pilates Therapeutics office in Alameda, CA  

Issuance of manual and books (included in deposit fee) to contracted participants 
7. 8/24/12: Final project paper and video due 
8. 10/22/12: Reference letter, CE certificate of completion and web listing conferred upon satisfactory

Elements of the Program 

o Pre-requisite DVD-based Distance Learning: The Pelvic Core, Scoliosis Management I and II
